UMPIRING 

It is good to see players asking questions about rules of 
the game and watching the umpires when called so their 
own measuring improves. Remember, if player A moves a 
bowl or jack at any time, her opponent replaces it where 
she thinks it was. A has no argument with where she puts 
it. Therefore:  

1. A should be careful not to move anything and  

2. Everyone should be AWARE at all times so that if 
they have to replace, say, a kicked bowl they have a 
pretty good idea where it was. 

Anyone may ask an umpire or coach questions, or for 
some  measuring practice. 

EPIDEMIC 3 

Flicking. The swing should be smooth and even, with a 
nice straight arm close to the body and parallel with the 
aiming foot. The necessary power comes from the length 
and speed of the WHOLE swing, not from a sudden push 
just before you release the bowl. Keep the wrist firm which 
will also stop it twisting. The weight needed determines the 
length of the swing but it is 
pretty much the same 
behind as in front.                    
For a smaller swing (fast 
green or short end)  start 
LOW. Note the hand/arm 
position is the same 
throughout.
